BE IT RESOLVED, that the Episcopal Diocese of Hawaii affirms that
the teaching of the Episcopal Church is that physical sexual
expression is appropriate only within the life-long, monogamous
“union of husband and wife in heart, body and mind, intended by
God for their mutual joy; for the help and comfort given one
another in prosperity and adversity and, when it is God's will,
for the procreation of children and their nurture in the knowledge
and love of the Lord", and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Episcopal Diocese of Hawaii affirms Resolution
A-104 of the 70th General Convention, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Episcopal Diocese of Hawaii will treat the sin
of homosexuality in the same manner as all other sin as required
by the Christian faith which holds that Christ gave his life for
the redemption of all sin, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Episcopal Diocese of Hawaii welcomes repentant
homosexuals into the body of Christ just as is appropriate with
all sinners,

RATIONALE/EXPLANATION

Resolution A-104, passed at the 70th General Convention earlier
this year, affirms that the teaching of the Episcopal Church is
that physical sexual expression is appropriate only within the
life-long, monogamous "union of husband and wife in heart, body
and mind, intended by God for their mutual joy; for the help and
comfort given one another in prosperity and adversity and, when it
is God's will, for the procreation of children and their nurture
in the knowledge and love of the Lord", as set forth in The Book
of Common Prayer.

In addition, Resolution A-104 requires the House of Bishops to
prepare a Pastoral Teaching to reconcile the discontinuity between
the teaching and the experience of certain members of the Church,
which Pastoral Teaching is to be prepared before the 71st General
Convention. In the meantime, it is the position of the Episcopal
Diocese of Hawaii to treat homosexuality as provided in the

Bible. Consequently, professed, unrepentant homosexuals shall not
be ordained in the Episcopal Diocese of Hawaii, and unrepentant
homosexual members of the Episcopal Diocese of Hawaii will be
treated as other unrepentant sinners.

In addition, the Episcopal Diocese of Hawaii will maintain its
teaching that homosexuality constitutes sin notwithstanding the

passage of Act 2 of the 1991 Hawaii legislature.

We have adopted a vision statement:

We, the Clergy Family of the Diocese of Hawaii, are committed to being a caring, healing and spiritual

community that lives the good news, and honors and respects our diversity and cultural differences while
emphasizing our unity in Christ.

We intend to promote 1) the development and maintenance of continuing education that will support and
nurtuz_'e the cler'gy and their families; 2) the well-being and security of the Clergy Family (housing,
schooling, financial needs, benefits, deployment, re-creation, etc.); 3) more opportunities to strengthen the

bonds of the Clergy Family of the Diocese; 4) mutual support and respect among all clergy in all aspects of
their lives and ministries.

As part of the process, we distributed a 24-page questionnaire, during the summer, to all priests and deacons
(parochial, non-parochial, retired) and their spouses. We received a 65% return on the questionnaire and
have been advised by our consultant that this is a very good response. We are presently in the process of
,interpreting the data received as a result of the questionnaire. As we interpret this data, we are also
looking at possible actions that can be taken to support clergy and their families within this diocese.

Nationall‘y, tht? Episcopal Family Network is looking at the possibility of introducing a similar project at the
local parish/mission level. Again, this is looked at as a means to strengthen the church family as a whole.

T ask for your continued understanding, encouragement, support and prayers as we continue the work of this
project and likewise strengthen clergy, their families, and the church in Hawaii at large.

REPORT OF DIOCESAN COUNCIL TO THE 23rd MEETING OF THE CONVENTION

The Diocesan Council consists of the Bishop, who serves as its President, and 18 laity and 6 clergy
elected by the Diocesan Convention. The Council meets on the third Saturday of each month, and
exercises budget, program and management oversight. Much of its work takes ‘place in its 6
Departments, namely 1) Real Estate & Finance, 2) Nurture & Education, 3) Church in Society, 4)
Communications, 5) Congregational Development, and 6) Affiliated Organizations. Each Council
member is appointed by the Bishop to membership on one of the Departments. In addition to the
elected members, the work of the Council is aided by Mr. Michael Porter, Chancellor of the

Diocese, Vice-Chancellor Walter Beh 11, the Deputy Vice Chancellors and by the members of the
Diocesan staff. )

During the last 12 months, the Finance & Real Estate Department has continued to tend to the
many financial concerns of the Diocese, and in aiding the congregations and schools with the
financial questions that come to it. This has included loan approvals, a deep involvement in the
budgeting process, continuing its work with the Episcopal Homes Foundation of Hawaii, monitoring
the health of the Diocesan investment portfolio, facilitating transfer of real property to Seabury
Hall to enable them to incorporate separately from the Diocese in order to enhance their fund
raising capability, and aiding congregations with arranging for the financing of their construction
projects. The Department is also seeking a way to restructure the significant debt at St. Philip’s
Church so as to enable a faster principal repayment. The Council also adopted a Simplified
Employee Pension Plan for lay members of the Diocesan staff to replace the Lay Retirement Trust
Fund. This past year saw the retirement of The Rev. Rudy Duncan who had been Treasurer since
1979. The new Treasurer, Mr. Peter Pereira, joined the Bishop’s staff in April of this year.

The Nurture and Education Department has oversight and contact with committees involved in a
ministry of education and programs for the strengthening of the congregations and parishioners.
The Department has worked to establish regular and mutual communication between itself and the
Chairs of the committees and program units under it so that the Department can more effectively
aid them in their work and ministry in the Diocese, and participate more effectively in the
Diocesan budget process. The Department has attempted to allocate 10% of next year’s allocations
for New Programs, and has solicited suggestions from Regional Councils for new programs they
would like to see launched.

The Communications Department has as its most important task the oversight of the publication of
the Hawaiian Church Chronicle. The Chronicle publishes 10 issues per year, with the June/July
and the November/December editions as the double issues. In addition to the desk top publishing
system that enables the Editor of the Chronicle to produce the final copies for printing with the
aid of the computer and laser printer, the Chronicle also purchased a text scanner. This was made
possible through the donations that were raised through a subscription appeal, and some of these
funds are being used to aid congregations with the purchase of computers and modems. The
Department continues to work for broader use of the Diocesan bulletin board and electronic mail
systems, enabling anyone with a home computer to send and receive messages and information
between themselves and the Diocesan office.

The Congregational Development Department has continued to take seriously its ministry to the
congregations of the Diocese, particularly the missions of the Diocese and their health and
development. The Department has made visitations to them when possible in order to spend time
and "talk story” to learn what their needs are, and to communicate those needs to persons or
committees best able to respond. They have been very helpful in the strengthening of the Big
Island Regional Filipino Ministry, both in giving them assistance and in demonstrating their support
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for the ministry. 1991 was an important year because it saw the recognition by the Council of the
newest Organized Mission of the Diocese, St. Anne’s in Mililani. The Department, the Bishop and
staff members worked with the Mililani communicants in the work of organizing a congregation, and
were very pleased with the enthusiasm and commitment demonstrated by the members o,f St
Anne’s. The Department has also aided the budget process through their review of Mission Grant:
Applications. The Department meets with the Vicars when they gather on a regular basis, and the
mutual communication and support has been helpful to all. '

The Department of Church in Society has continued its work and relationship with the program
units that offer education and outreach in the church and the community. Meeting with them and
learning first-hand about their programs has been an important aspect of their work. The
Department has been concerned about the decrease in their Block Grant, and seeks to be mindful of
the General Convention injunction that we should spend as much on others as we spend on
ourselves, a guideline for diocesan budgets and for parish budgets.

The Afﬁhated Organizations Department is the newest of the Departments The Affiliated
Organizations Department is responsible for establishing and maintaining communication between the
Council and the organizations, institutions and agencies affiliated with the Diocese, whether such
affiliation was established through Canon 17 or through other support of their plzograms and/or
activities. During the course of the year this Department has maintained contact with IHS, Seabury

Hall, St. Andrew’s Priory School, and Camp Pecusa on Maui. Their reports served t
the ties of the Church with these organizations. v erved to strongthen

During 1991 the Council heard regular reports from the Commission on Ministry regarding its plans
and budget for ministry-related efforts. The reports and the dialogue were helpful to both
entities. The Council has also benefited from information received from Regional Councils in the
Diocese, and has paid attention to the proposal that they be recognized through Diocesan Canons.

Another responsibility of the Diocesan Council is to serve as the Membership of the corporations
that constitute Seabury Hall, St. Andrew’s Priory School and Kalihi-Palama Immigrant Services
Center (KPISC). (After this year the Council will no longer have to exercise that function for
Sea'bury Hall for the reason cited above.) These corporations report annually to the Council on
their activities and plans, and ask the Council to approve the members of their respective Boards

of_ ‘I“ruste%. This, too, has served to strengthen the ties of the Diocese to these important
ministries in the community.

We are grateful for the work and the dedication of the members of the Council who spend a great
deal of time in Department meetings, meetings with committees and program units, not to mention
the hours spent at the monthly Council meetings. They exercise an important ministry in the
Dioces.e, and their service is highly valued.

EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S REPORT TO DIOCESAN CONVENTION

The ministry of administration is one that is necessary in the life of a Diocese
such as ours, and it has been my privilege to attempt to Carry out a ministry
of servanthood to congregations, clergy, committees, Bishop’s Commiittees and
Vestries, and individuals. .

Since the 1990 Diocesan Convention I have had-the pleasure of assisting with a
number of Search Processes in the Diocese, namely St. Clement’s Church, the
position of Diocesan Treasurer, St. Luke’s Church, St. John’s Eleele & St.
Paul’s, Kekaha (The Episcopal Church on West Kauai), and St. Mary’s Church.
It is always a pleasure to work with the lay leaders who are a part of these
processes because it helps me to appreciate more and more the many people

" who use their gifts for their ministries.

In December, 1990 there were discussions between the Episcopal Diocese of
Hawaii and the Philippine Independent Church. Bishop Hart, Bishop Vice
Esclamado (PIC Bishop of the USA & Canada), the Rev. Winston Ching of the
national Episcopal Asiamerica Ministries office and I met to discuss the manner
in which the PIC and the EC could cooperate in ministry to the Filipino
community. and drafted a Memorandum of Understanding that was reviewed and
amended in the afternoon at a meeting of those four plus representatives from
St. Paul’'s, Good Shepherd, Big Island Regional Filipino Ministry and a PIC
priest in Hawaii. Essentially nothing in the present way the ministry is carried
out will change; rather, this Memorandum puts-in writing the model that has
evolved in Hawaii and which seems to work best for our situation.

I have -had the pleasure of working with a number of committees in .the
Diocese, namely the Diocesan Council, the Clergy family Project Committee, the
Convention Simplification Committee, the Commission on Ministry, Compensation
Review Committee, the Congregational Development Department, Hawaii Pacific-
Asiamerican Ministries (HEPAM), and the Diocesan Committee -on Alcohol and
Substance Abuse. All of these have been rewarding, uplifting and educational
experiences. The Chairs and the members of these groups deserve the thanks
of all of us because they have an impact on our ministries in a number of
ways, both large and small.

One of the joys of my ministry has been the opportunity to work with clergy
and Vestries and Bishop’s Committees in the Diocese. On February 8-9 I spent
a weekend with the Holy Apostles’ Vestry for their retreat to review the
canons concerning parishes, Vestries and Vestry Officers, and discussed long
range planning and conflict management. I met February 17 with the Vicar and
Bishop’s Committee of St. Paul’s, Honolulu for a similar workshop. Both
congregations had an excellent turnout for these sessions. I was also able to
join the Bishop and others from the Diocese in meeting with persons interested
in forming a new congregation in Mililani. The people from Mililani did
excellent and enthusiastic work, and in 1991 the Diocesan Council gave them
formal recognition as St. Anne’s Church, the newest organized mission in the
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Diocese. In October I was happy to spend time with St. Elizabeth’s in helping
them with an evaluation of ministry in their congregation, and it was a
gratifying experience.

In May, 1992 1 will finish my three year term as a member of the Board of
Directors of the Conference of Diocesan Executives (also known as CODE).
This organization is composed of laity and clergy from the Episcopal Church
and the Anglican Church of Canada who serve full time on a Diocesan staff in
a position directly responsible to the Bishop. Our annual conventions are
extremely informative because they address issues faced by Diocesan executives
in almost every Diocese, and present workshops covering most every facet of
ministry and administration. This year I am honored to be the President of the
organization. The Bishop and the staff have been most patient at those times
when I have had to go to Board meetings on the mainland. After my term

finishes in 1992 1 will be happy to less peripatetic!

On a personal level, I want to thank Bishop Hart, Peter Pereira, Lucille
Tamura, Ruby Nakamura, Mary Maclntosh, and Nancy Minuth for their support
earlier this year after 1 suffered a heart attack.

the development of lay and ordained ministry. For this reason we
believe 1laity should be offered the same educational
opportunities as those called to ordination. We also believed it-
was important to make courses available to those on the neighbor

islands. . The Big Island clericus was responsive and requested
that a course be offered there.

The foundation for the core curriculum is the Spiritual
Development  courses redesigned to meet the needs of the program.
A didactic course, wIntroduction to Spirituality," was offered on
Ooahu and the Big Island. Listed below are the members of the
team and the topics taught: *

This course was well attended with thirteen participants on Oahu
and eighteen on the Big Island. Special mahalo to The Rev. Dr.
Thomas Taylor for coordinating the session on the Big Island.

The experiental course designed for spiritual development is
entitled "Spiritual Formation Group: A Group Experience in
Prayer/Meditation and Spiritual Direction." This course, which
included an all-day retreat and monthly group sessions, was
taught by The Rev. Marilyn Watts. It provided an opportunity for

‘a deepening experience in contemplative presence, as well as

parti_c'%pants is eleven for the former and ten for the latter.
participants include both lay and aspirants to ordained ministry.
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Dgrir}g September we were fortunate to have The Rev. Howard
Williams from the Episcopal Church Center to share with us the
ministry of children in the church. This special message was
well 'received by those who attended his sessions. I am
especially thankful to the National Church for providing his
travel expenses to Hawaii and to the clergy (The Revs. Lynette
Schaefer, Heather Mueller, Reginald Rodman, and David Ota) who
coordinated his meeting and hosted him.

I feel very blessed to work with the committees, commissions and
boards that I staff. The members have demonstrated their
comm%tment to the church by providing us their time and talents.
Special thanksgiving to them for providing good stewardship in
their work. Listed below are the staffing responsibilities that
I have been assigned to:
Commission on Ministry, Diocesan Institute, Department of
Nurture and Education, Social Concerns, Christian Education,
Evangelism Commission, Hawaii Episcopal Youth, and
Happening.

1991 Annual Report to Diocesan Convention

At Camp Mokuleia our greatest emphasis has been on the
quality of our services to our clients - including
hospitality, food gervice, and programs. Since the majority
of our clients provide their own programs (conferences,
retreats, re-unions, etc..), hov they are velcomed, hov they
are cared for vhile here and the quality of our food and
facilities are important. All of these make up our concern
for hospitality. The addition of an on-duty veekend hosteas
hag insured a varm velcome and quality care vhile here. We
have also vorked hard to improve our six cabins to bring
them up to grade vith our nev dining hall and lodge, vhile
maintaining their rustic simplicity and intimacy so familiar
to many Island people. Electrical viring, fixtures,
appliances, and plumbing have been largely replaced;
bathroom floors and shovers and outside steps and ramps
rebuilt, and interiors and exteriors repainted.

Programs, offered primarily to school groups and our
summer camp, are continually being revised. Summer campers
vere delighted vith addition of 1@ nev paddle craft -
canoes, kayaks, OBI boards - on the beach. Schools are
enjoying the nev emphasis on Havaiiana in their veek-day
programs. In addition, churches and other groups bringing
their own programs have been glad to be able to add hiking,
archery, canoeing, etc., to their veekends.

The recent addition of a nev ropes course vith both lov
and high elements - available to all groups - is proving
popular for purposes of enhancing gelf-confidence and
building community.

Occupancy hit an all-time high of 22,801 cawmper days in
1990. Already in three quarters of 1991 ve have surpassed
that number nearing 23,000. While our numbers are up our
efforts to maintain the quality of our facilities have been
redoubled. We are determined not to allov the run-dovn
condition of facilities that had characterized Camp Mokuleia
for so many decades ever happen again. This means constant
and often costly maintenance. Sun, sand, and salt are tough
on buildings. (Already the voodvork on our nev structures,
2 and 3 years old, needs repainting.)

While ve strive to maintain the best in facilities,
program, and hospitality for the people from our
congregations, and the community at large, ve also do our
best to keep our rates at the lovest possible level.

REPORT TO 23RD MEETING OF CONVENTION

OCTOBER 25-26, 1991

The Nurture and Education pepartment maintains liaison
between the Diocesan Council and eleven committees involved in
educational and nurturing programs for the congregations of the
diocese and their parishioners. During the past year the
Department has worked to establish frequent and cordial
communication with the chairpersons of all the committees in
order to assist them to carry out their special ministries and to
nore affectively participate in the Diocesan budget process.

MINISTRY TO THE AGING (BOMA) - George Wiggins, Chairperson.

The cbjective of this committee is to assist the clergy and
the parishes to minister to older Episcopalians through quarterly
informational meetings and their Social Concerns Committee.

ATIDS ADVISORY COMMITTEE - John Brough, Chairperson.

The major educaticnal event of the year was "Teens, SexX, and
a1ds" a conference sponsored by the Episcopal Diocese, Hawaii
council of Churches, Life Foundation, Drug Addiction services of
Hawaii and the Department of ‘Health. Seventy-two individuals
attended on Oct. 13, 1990. The speakers presented the
devastating effects of AIDS and the audience left with the
knowledge that abstinence is the only 100% safe behavior.

This past year the Aids Advisory committee joined forces
with the Hawaii Council of Churches' Aids Committee. This
combined the =snergy of both groups without duplicating services.
The new organization is called the Ecumenical AIDS Advisory
Cemmittee.

In May, the Committee assisted in bringing the National AIDS
Quilt to Hawaii. The quilt was displayed at St. Andrew's
Cathedral and at Kawaiahao Church in Honolulu and at Trinity-By-
mhe-Sea on Maui. The Committee has also taken over
responsibility for scheduling the monthly AIDS Healing service at
st. Andrew's and is assiting with the AIDS Education Project at
Kapiolani Women's and children's Hospital and with numerous
others. {A full report of this committee has been distributed
ssparately to Convention delegates.)

ALCOHOL AND SUBSTANCE ABUSE COMMITTEE - Paul Kath, Chairperson.

During 1991, this ccmmittee has concentrated on reaching out
to the parishes with support on the serious problems of alcohol
and substance abuse. They have organized and carried out a §eries
of special services in parishes throughout Oahu and are anxious
to take "A Celebration of Life 1n Recovery" to the other Islands
whenever invited. It consists of an evening of Eucharist, Potluck
supper, and a 12-step meeting which has proved‘both helpful and
sustaining to those who have attended the service.
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The Committee has also compiled a packet of useful material
for distribution to the clergy of the diccese, has assisted
parishes in obtaining speakers and programs for Alcohol Awareness
sunday, and the Committee -members provide a strong support group
for anv parish which needs assistance in countering alcohol and
substance abuse.

CATHEDRAL DAY COMMITTEE - Karen Wright. Chairperson.

The work of this committee is concentrated on organizing and
presenting Cathedral Day, a major diocesan 2vent for the whole
Episcopal family. Each spring a day of learning, worship, fun and
celebration is held in and around St. Andrew's Cathedral. 1In
1991 the theme was "All God's Saints" honoring heroic Christians
from some of Hawaii's ethnic traditions. Music, art, dance and
story telling balanced workshops »n contemporary ministry.

CﬁILD ABUSE PPEVENTION COMMITTEE - Rev. Richard Rowe,
Chalrperson.

The ministry of this committee is to offer general education
and practical steps for the prevention of child abuse and false
teacher accusation in our schools, camps, and church activities.
It has developed a plan for child abuse prevention and teacher
protecticn and annually seeks to have all parish day schools,
preschools, church-related schools and camps institute on-going
training and faculty and staff up-dating. To this end it
continues to print a manual and fliers, making them available
free of charge to those who cannot affort them.

Seminars have also been held during the past year for the
Hawaii Association of Education for Young Children, Epiphany
Preschool and Child Care Center, Camp Mokuleia, Waianae Coast Day
Care Center and Hawaii child Care Centers.

CHRISTIAN EDUCATION - Jenny Wallace, Chairperson.

During 1991 Christian Education leaders worked toward their
goal of providing congregations of the Diocese with resources,
teaching techniques, support, and programs which will assist them
in their ministry of Christian education.

The Committee assisted with the visits of Howard K.
wWilliams, director of ministrv to children for the National
Church, to all the Islands of the diocese: members organized
Cathedral Dayv around the theme "All God's Saints"; they
facilitated the distribution of teaching resources to Church
Sc¢hopis; and they assisted at teaching workshops and programs
such as L.0O.V.E.'31, and at diocesan camps at Mokuleia on 0Oahu
and Pecusa on Maui.

EPISCOPAL CHURCH WOMEN/WOMEN OF VISION - Relda L. Loomis, ECW
Chairperson; Janet Kath, Women of Vision Chairpersorn.

The Episcopal Church Women of Hawaii, part of a national
organization within the Episcopal Church, will hold its 90th
annual convention on Oct. 25, 1991. The members of the ECW raise
funds and support the work of the United Thank Offaring, the
church Periodical Club, Christian Social Relations and other
worthy causes.

The "Women of Vision" program, administered by ECW, provides
spiritually based training opportunities in response to the needs
of women in the Church. During 1991, the program was presented
on Oahu and on the Island of Hawaii.

Annual Report - AIDS Advisory Committee

The past 12 months have been very active for the AIDS Advisory Committee.
The major educational event was “Teens Sex and Alds". It was held October
13, 1990 at Central Union Church. It was a joint conference sponsored by
the Episcopal Diocese, Hawali Council of Churches, Life Foundation, Drug
Addiction Services of Hawaif and the Department of Health. Seventy two
individuals attended. One student was flown in from the Big Island. Many
individual high schools were represented.

Palani Kahala captivated the audience with his opening address. He had
replaced the original keynote speaker Tom Jawarski (a communicant at St.
Andrew’'s). He passed away from complications due to AIDS before the
conference could be held. The speakers presented the devastating effects of
AIDS. This was done by a young HIV positive mother in recovery from drug
and alcohol abuse, and by a singer (Sean Duque) who was on the planning
committee, but was unable to attend because of complications of AIDS.

The audience left with the knowledge that abstinence is the only 100% safe
behavior. Abstaining from sex and not sharing needles leaves 0% risk of
acquiring HIV. They also found out about protecting themselves with
condoms and bleach. The real world was presented.

The year 1991 has had many excellent changes take place in the committee.
The most important change was the combining of the AIDS Advisory
Committee with the Hawaii Council of Churches Alds Committee. This
combined the energy of both groups without duplicating services. The newly
formed group is called the Ecumenical AIDS Advisory Committee. It meets
the first Tuesday of each month and is open to all who are interested.

The month of May was especially exciting. The committee in coordination
with Queen's Medical Center, Governor's Committee on AIDS, and the -
Department of Health helped bring the National AIDS Quilt here to Hawall.

It was displayed at the opening of the new AIDS unit at Queens, at St.
Andrew's Cathedral, (where it was displayed in its entirety and accompanied
by a ringing of the new bells) , Kawaiahao Church, (where a National
Memorial Day Service was held), and finally at Trinity - By - The - Sea in
Maui. This was the very first time the quilt had been displayed off O'ahu. It
was very fitting to have the first off island display onMaui as Father
Frech has been instrumental in the operation of this committee and as a
founder of the Maul Aids Foundation. ' '

The committee has taken over the responsibility for:scheduling the monthly
AIDS Healing service at St. Andrew's. It is in its fifth year of exsistence. It
is a powerful service of healing. This can be In the form of healing of
memories, prayers for a peaceful death, or just general and specific healing.
Different denominations have offered to help and are responsible for the
service in selected months. ' _

The AIDS Education Project housed at Kapiolani Women's and Children's
Hospital has made an offer to provide training to any group of clergy that
would ke it. It can be in the form of drug , homeless, sex industry, or any
other high risk group education. It will be provided free of charge and will
center on client services with real “how to” help. -

The committee in conjunction with Rev. Alice Babin has responded to the
need for neighbor island residents who are in clinical drug trials on.O'ahu to
find supportive housing for the clients. This is being coordinated through
the different service providers. This is one way we can be the body of
Christ to our sisters and brothers with HIV and AIDS.

The group is working on an orientation video. This will showcase the work
of the committee and will allow the clergy to have the message delivered in
the privacy of their own home. We have had very few calls to visit different
churches and congregations. We are available if called upon. It 1S rather
exciting to go to different churches and give them information about the
virus and transmission modes. The orientation can be directed towards the
presentation style selected by the clery. One such upcoming event is 10-
20-91 at the Nuuanu Congregational Church.

The last activity for the committee is that we have been selected to sit on
the Hawali Community Foundation AIDS Planning Project. Two of our
members sit on the committee and are charged with the preparation of three
reports. The first report will note the needs and gaps in statewide AIDS
programs and fdentify resources which can be expanded and built upon
statewide. The second report will identify strategies for funders to help
f111 gaps and build resources. The third report will develop and implement
these strategies. The committee has a 12 month job and will be very busy

trying to adhere to the tight s heW
